TIME FOR TERMITE TENTING

Our church has been blessed with wonderful facilities
to use as our base of mission and ministry.

But, since weather and wind can cause
delays to a perfect plan, we have made arrangements
with the city to hold our 10 AM worship service on
Sunday, August 13 at Nora Mayo Hall.
