MAUNDY THURSDAY SUPPER & WORSHIP (CANTATA & COMMUNION)

March 28 is Maundy Thursday. At 5:15 pm in we will gather for supper in McLeod Hall. On the menu is
chicken potpie, salad, & dessert.

Then at 6:30 pm we will observe the service of Maundy Thursday in our Sanctuary. This is the night

where Jesus and the disciples celebrated the Passover in the Upper Room on the eve of Jesus’
crucifixion. The word “maundy” comes from the Latin “mandatum” which means “commandment.” After the
Thirteen had eaten their “Last Supper” together, Jesus washed His disciples’ feet and gave them a “new
commandment.” In John 13:34, Jesus says: “| give you a new commandment, that you love one another. Just as |
have loved you, you also should love one another.”

Our Maundy Thursday service this year will transport us back to the Upper Room on that somber final Passover
that Jesus celebrated with his friends. The chancel of our church will be transformed into the iconic image of
Leonardo DaVinci’s masterpiece, “The Last Supper.”
