We 

distribute bag lunches to over 50 people each weekday, and feed between 80 and 125 hungry 

people each Saturday night. 
 

Beth-El Mission is our Presbytery’s Ministry with migrant 

farmworkers. Located in Wimauma, Florida – Beth-El is a 

place for worship, education, legal aid, and meeting daily 

needs through food and clothing assistance. The regional 

portion of our Three Cents-a-Meal offering supports Beth

-El Mission. 
 

International Partnership with the Presbytery of Honduras 

The 22 Presbyterian Churches in the Presbytery of Honduras proclaim 

the good news of what God has done for us in Jesus Christ to 

hundreds of people each year. Ministry in the second poorest county 

in our hemisphere means that hunger is a constant concern. As 

children arrive for Sunday School and worship each Sunday, a hot 

breakfast awaits them. 
 

This feeding ministry is just one way that the love of God is demonstrated by our mission 

partners in Honduras. The international portion of our Three Cents-a-Meal offering supports 

the ministry of our Christian brothers and sisters in Honduras.
